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Synopsis

Systex developed a real time laboratory graphics system for the Walter Reed Medical Center.  The turnkey system presented visually and auditory stimluli to primate test subjects and provided real time visual and sound presentation, experiment control and communication capabilities to other laboratory systems.  The system utilized a DEC mini-computer, a graphics processor, a sound synthesizer, a Systex developed hardware interface and custom software.

Systex received a Small Business Innovative Research (SBIR) award to study a computer graphics system for the US Army.  As part of this project, Systex developed a real time graphics system for use in testing visual acuity.
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
